MONTREAL - The International Federation of Air Line Pilots’ Associations (IFALPA) is closely 

monitoring the developments related to this morning’s tragedy of Ukraine International 

Airlines flight PS-752, a Boeing 737-800 that crashed in a field a few minutes after take-off 

from Tehran International airport. 

Our thoughts are with the families and friends of the reported 176 passengers and crew 

members who were onboard the aircraft. 

Whilst the emergency and recovery efforts are taking place, IFALPA stresses the need to 

avoid speculation and theories as to what happened to the aircraft. The Federation has 

reached out to the Ukrainian Air Line Pilots’ Association and will offer its expertise to the 

relevant Aviation Authorities in order to help gather facts and any other safety and security 

information which may be pertinent to this event.
